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PAPER ON ADVANCED MPPT CONTROL 

SCHEME FOR A PERMANENT MAGNET GENERATOR 

 
 Mr.C.Parag Jose, Assis-

tant Professor Vimal Jyothi engi-

neering college has presented a 

paper on advance MPPT control 

scheme for a Permanent Magnet 

Generator Based Grid-Tide Wind 

Energy Conversion System. This 

was published in IEEE Explorer 

The paper investigates a 

method to extract maximum me-
chanical power that can be gener-
ated from a wind turbine a partic-

ular wind speed and feeding the 
generated power to the grid. The 
generator used is a permanent 

magnet synchronous generator 
which is a variable speed genera-

tor. The pitch angle control 
to enable protection of the Wind 

Energy Conversion System from 
mechanical damages is also pre-
sented. The simulation of the in-

tegration of the system to the grid 
and maximum power point track-
ing is performed using 

MATLAB/SIMULINK software 
and results are successfully pre-
sented
